Paul's Overarching Purpose in Romans 9-11

a. Express his deep mental anguish over the situation with Israel

b. Explain the privileged and preeminent status of the Jewish
people

c. Explain how God and His word remain faithful despite rejection
of the good news

d. Inoculate Gentiles from arrogance over and against the Jewish
people

e. Ensure Gentiles are aware of the "hardening in part" of Israel
and understand remnant theology

f.  Ensure Gentiles are part of God's jealousy/zealousy plan for the
Jewish people

g. Ensure everyone knows that God is always sovereign and
righteous no matter how mysterious or surprising, and is able to
declare: "0, the depth of the riches both of the wisdom and
knowledge of God! How unsearchable are His judgments and
inscrutable His ways! (Romans 11:33)
